March 2021 Budget Update  
(Combined General and Building Funds)  

  
The chart below shows a simplified over view of our budget numbers for the first three 

months of 2021.  
The numbers through the end of March showed a combined surplus in the General 

and Building Funds of $6,701 between budgeted expenses and actual offerings since 
funds were forgiven from our first Paycheck Protection Program loan.  This surplus de-
creased $5,769 from last month. Note; without taking the forgiven funds into consideration 
we would have shown a year-to-date shortfall of about ($18,472).  No amounts have yet 
been transferred from savings during 2021 to cover expenses.
